In doing so, they must agree to specific conditions as noted in the Memorandum of Understanding that the laboratory manager or designated representative must sign.

· The use of the logo must only be used in reports or correspondence or quotations for testing work that comes under the auspices of the CCIL certification programs. In other words, the report, correspondence or quotation must include test results for one or more tests certified by CCIL. 

· The use of the logo must not misrepresent the specifics of certification. It is considered a breach of ethics if a laboratory implies that they are certified for tests that are not included in their certification program.
